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“Buckets of Blessing” Offers Opportunity for Everyone to Provide Hands-on Help to Haitians
Everyone can have a hands-on, life-changing impact on the people of Haiti by participating in the Freedom Road Bible Church “Buckets of Blessing” ministry.

This ministry is just one of the means by which we can fulfill the mandate of Jesus Christ to feed the hungry in the name of Jesus.  As we are reminded in Matthew 25:40: “And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me.” (KJV)

A “Bucket of Blessing” consists of a plastic five-gallon bucket packed with selected foodstuffs.   The buckets are available at Freedom Road Bible Church.  The food contained in a single bucket will feed a Haitian family for a week.  When picking up a bucket, you are also requested to donate $10 to offset the cost of the buckets and transportation to Haiti.  For under $25 anyone can purchase the materials to assemble a “Bucket of Blessing”.

Project Deadline:

By May 15, 2010 the “Buckets of Blessing” must be delivered to Freedom Road Bible Church, 850 State Route 52, Walden, NY 12586.  The buckets will then be transported to a shipping facility in an overland container for    immediate shipping to the island nation. Before loading in the cargo container each bucket will be labeled indicating that the “Bucket of Blessing” is a gift of Christian love and support as well as the Gospel message in the native language of Creole.
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The Bucket:

Freedom Road Bible Church will provide a 5-gallon plastic bucket with handle and lid capable of holding all the items necessary for a “Bucket of Blessing” as well as the 2-gallon Ziplock bag needed for the bottle of oil.

The Food Items:

The commercially pre-packaged food items can be generic or store-brand items.  Walmart is a great place to get all of the items on the list.  Once the food supplies are used, the Haitian families will find many everyday uses for the bucket.  Due to customs restrictions, please DO NOT substitute any item listed and DO NOT add any additional items inside the bucket.  Thank you!
 
2 - 5-pound bags long grain enriched rice

1 - 48-ounce plastic bottle of cooking oil

4 - 1-pound bags dry black beans (or red beans)

1 - 5-pound bag of all-purpose flour (not self-rising)

1 - 20-ounce cylinder of granulated white sugar (coffee service size)

2 - 1-pound boxes of spaghetti noodles

1 - 40-ounce plastic jar of smooth peanut butter

 

 Packing Instructions:
1. Before you begin to pack the bucket, pray for the Haitian family that will receive the food.
2. Lay the bucket on its side.

3. Place rice packages in the bucket.  Lay bags side-by-side, flat, running in the direction from top to bottom in the bucket.  Gently compress the bags (without breaking them) as flat as possible to create room for other items.  

4. Place the bottle of oil inside the provided 2-gallon storage bag, compress the air out, wrap the excess portion of the bag tightly around the bottle, and close.  (This is a precaution to protect the foodstuffs should there be leakage or a break in the bottle during transport.)
5. Lay the bottle of oil on top of the rice bags.  Lay the wrapped oil container so that the bottom of the bottle is at the bottom of the bucket and is approximately in the center of the bucket.

6. Place the peanut butter jar on one side of the oil.
7. Place the cylinder of sugar on top of the wrapped oil bottle.

8. Place boxes of spaghetti noodles on the other side of the oil bottle.

9. While holding the sugar and peanut butter containers in place, stand the bucket upright.

10. Place two bags of black beans down along the inside of the bucket next to the peanut butter.

11. Place the bag of flour on its side on top of the peanut butter, gently packing down the flour bag to clear the rim of the bucket.


12. Place the remaining two bags of black beans next to the flour.

13. Close the lid on the bucket and make sure that it is securely closed.
